Color Variations Lesson

Go to: Image/Adjustments/Variations
Image is too RED

Starting out, the dialog box shows the original & current pick as the same. No changes yet made.
Color choices are on the left - Lighter/Darker on right.

Finer/Courser slider - makes adjustments finer or more vivid/intense. Some place in the middle is a good start.

Show Clipping button - shows the colors that are outside the CMYK range. It is not very accurate, so just turn it OFF.

Mid-tones is what you generally want to select. You almost never select the Shadows radio button. Highlights you should just avoid because you'll just end up creating problems.
Saturation you may use on occasion.
All the adjustments show MORE...Why? It's like a big color wheel 360degrees. each is 60 degrees from the next. You've got the RGB colors and CMY for print.

Now...
MORE Red means LESS Cyan (subtract cyan)

MORE Yellow means LESS Blue (subtract blue)

ADD Green you subtract Magenta ... etc.
If I made it too red, I would hit the Cyan to subtract the red. One cancels out the other.

You can always click the original thumbnail at the top to reset everything back to normal if you make a mistake.

-------------REPAIR----------------------

Select MIDTONES radio button.

NOW---Click MORE CYAN Twice.

Click MORE Green once.

NEXT- Select the SATURATION radio button. Turn OFF Show Clipping.

Click 2 times on LESS Saturation.

NEXT-Select Mid-tones again.

In the right side panel, click DARKER once or twice.

REDUCE OPACITY to 70% HOW?

Once you've clicked OK -- you can go to>>>

EDIT - Fade Variations and reduce the opacity of your changes. This can only be done immediately after your variation changes, otherwise the option will be faded if you do anything else first.
