How to Crop & straighten several photos that were scanned at the same time:

Go to: File/Automate/Crop and Straighten Photos
To Straighten Photos

You can also use the measure tool found under the eye dropper tool.

You can also use the crop tool to straighten photos.

Flip & Rotating Images

Go to Image/Rotate Canvas – then select an option
To flip an image: Image/Rotate Canvas/Flip Vertical

To crop and straighten this piece of artwork that was taken at an angle, use the crop tool.

First: Crop the image as closely as you can. 
Next - Turn on Perspective on the option bar. 
Hold the shift key to maintain proportions while dragging the corners into each corner of the frame. Use the side handle bars to put in place. When done, hit return or the check mark on the options bar.

If the image looks distorted (too thin or fat after cropping) go to Image/Image Size and turn OFF Proportions. 

Next - set the height value to percent (if it looks tall and thin) change to 80% or whatever value appears correct.
