Using Filters, Gradients, Text Effects, & Special Brushes

Create a canvas 500px by 500px

Create Purple #3333CC Square shape about 473px x 483px and place the new shape layer just above the white background layer.

CalvinItal Text or similar text. 

Right Click & Select Warp Text and select Arch & set to about +50

With the text layer selected, click the "Add Layer Style" button. 

Add Drop Shadow. Make sure to click the text "Drop Shadow" in the blending options list in order to change settings.

Next Click "Gradient Overlay" Then add a Blue & Yellow Linear Gradient. Click the stops at each end to change the color values using the color picker. 

RGB Settings: Left stop-Blue: 0,102,255 and 
Right Stop-Yellow: 255,255,51. Midpoint location of the gradient is 50%

Copy Layer Style to other txt layers. Select the Brush tool. From the brushes preset picker, In the options panel select the "Assorted Brushes" to "Append" to your current brushes.

Select the Crosshatch 4 brush & set the size to about 100px, flow 50%, Mode normal. With a single click, create 3 separate brush shapes by just clicking once each time on the canvas. Then set the fill opacity for the layer to about 40%.

Next: Select the Purple Square Shape layer. Then select Filter / Render /Lens Flare. You will get a message that you need to rasterize the shape. Click ok.

In the Lens flare dialog box, click in the lower / bottom center of the purple square preview area to set your lens flare position.

Brightness: 100% Lens Type: 50-300 mm Zoom. Then click ok.
