Liberty Lesson – Using Selections and Filters

Open Liberty Image JPG File.

Save it as a PhotoShop PSD file.

Use Magic Wand tool and set Tolerance to 20.   Hold down shift while selecting various areas of the sky. Then go to Select/Inverse selection. 

Save selection -- Selection/Save Selection. Give it a name.

Select the Move tool. With the cursor within the Liberty Selection, notice the scissors that appear next to the pointer. 

Drag selection to Sky/Water Faucet Image. 
Now do a “Save As” and select type as PhotoShop PSD file.

Go to Select/Load Selection. 

Selection may read : Layer 1 Transparency.

To remove the artifact around the selection we need to contract the selection around the liberty image.

Contract 1px. by going to Select/Modify/Contract. 

Scale Liberty -- Edit/Transform/Scale. Hold down shift while Scaling from a corner to maintain proportions.

Use Magnetic Lasso Tool or other selection tool to select the faucet. Save Selection. Can also do a new layer via Cut.

Remember: Press SHIFT to add to selection. ALT to subtract.

With Faucet selected and proper layer selected, go to Filter/Distort/Ocean Ripple. Set size 5, Magnitude 10.

Use Smudge Tool. Set brush 100px, soft, sample color from sky to set foreground color.

Create Horizontal Text with Text tool. Add drop shadow and bevel (hit the “Add Layer Style” Button). Then flip CCW 90° by going to Edit/Transform/Flip 90°
Create new layer. Draw a rectangle from the faucet spout to the bottom of the document window.
Edit/Transform/Skew to make the square level at the end of the spout.

Use Filter/Distort/Ripple 
Set Amount to 200%. Opacity 35%.
