Turn up the HEAT

1. Rename Turn up the heat.PSD to My Turn up the heat.PSD
2. Open Flames.jpg and arrange the windows so you can see both images. Go to Window/Arrange/Tile Horizontally or Tile Vertically.
Activate the My Turn up the Heat.psd and select the Alarm layer. 
Now select the Flames images. Using the Move tool, press SHIFT & drag the Flames image into the my turn up the heat image. Name the new layer flames. 
The layer order should be from bottom - up, background, Alarm, Flames, and Logo
3. Select the horizontal text tool. In the bottom left corner type "turn up the" in lowercase. On the options bar, use Arial black font, size 24pts or so, and black. Hit the checkmark on the options bar to accept the text.

4. Select the horizontal text tool again. On the options bar select Arial Black, size 70(or type it in), white. Type "HEAT" in uppercase. Hit the checkmark to accept text. Now, choose Edit, transform, and Rotate 90 degrees CCW. Position on the right hand side of the image.
5. In the layers palette, double-click the BIG T (for text) icon in the HEAT layer to select all the text. Then go to Window-Character to bring up the Character palette. Adjust the tracking to -120 to bring the letters closer together, change the font size to 86 points. Now use the arrow keys to reposition the word HEAT.

6. Using the Horizontal type tool again, on the options bar, First select Arial, 7pt., color to white. With the text tool, DRAG to create a box (bounding box) for your paragraph of text. Type the text you see below the logo. Drag the handles on the bounding box so the text flows as you see it in this lesson. Hit enter 2X to start the next paragraph. Double click the word 'hot' and make italic.

7. Select the Alarm Layer and Duplicate it by right clicking the layer and select "Duplicate Layer". 
From the Layers palette give one of the Alarm layers a blending style of "OVERLAY" (probably reads NORMAL as a default). Blending style is a drop-down box at the top of the layers pallet.
 Give the other Alarm layer a blending option of "LIGHTEN" with OPACITY of 40%.

Select the Flames layer and give it a blending style of "LINEAR DODGE".

8. Arrange Layers - Background, Alarm (overlay), Flames, Logo, Alarm (Lighten), Heat, turn up the heat, Our newest line...

9. Select the HEAT layer. Double click the space to the right of the words HEAT in the layers palette. This brings up the Styles Dialog Box.

10. From the Styles list, click the words 'Outer Glow' to bring up the options. Under Structure, set Noise to 28. Under Elements, set Spread to 21 & Size to 27

11. From the Styles list, select Stroke. Set the size to 1, Position - Center, Color - Black.

12. At the very top select the words 'Blending Options: Default'. Select 'Soft Light'.
