Enter your username and click continue.Your user name is the first initial of your first name, first initial of your last name, and the last 5 digits of your student id 
number (ab12345).  Your student ID number is located on your admissions letter.  If you do not know your student ID, please contact the Welcome Center at 610-607-6224
Step 3. Enter your last name and click continue
Step 4. You will next be prompted to create your new password. Please read the Password Complexity Rules. Enter your password and click continue
Step 5.  Follow the prompts to set up your security questions and account.
