Abuse Policy

Reading Area Community College recognizes the threat posed by drug and alcohol abuse.
Further, the College is aware of its responsibility to help prevent drug and alcohol abuse through
education. As a result of this responsibility, the College will promulgate information and
assistance to prevent or help students and employees deal with drug and alcohol abuse.

Alcohol or illegal controlled substances are not allowed on the campus. Exceptions for alcohol
consumption maybe granted by the College President’s advanced written approval in specific
campus areas for Foundation or community-related events.

Reading Area Community College students, regardless of age, who violate any part of the State
Law or College regulations anywhere on the College campus are subject to disciplinary action.

Employees violating this policy may be subject to disciplinary action in accordance with
Collective Bargaining Agreements and/or the Employee Handbook.
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
