2. No more than 12 credits of the Respiratory Care curriculum may be repeated.  This includes courses taken at RACC 
 and at other institutions.   It also includes withdrawals or courses in which the student earned less than a passing 
 grade. 
3.  Successful completion of Anatomy and Physiology courses may not be older than five years.  An exception of this 
 requirement is evidence of advanced, related study at the junior level or higher that is less than five years old and 
 for which the passing of Anatomy and Physiology was a pre-requisite. 
4. Course repeats or withdrawals that are older than ten years may be excluded from consideration in the admissions 
 process at the discretion of the program head.
